TOURNAMENT RULES

1. This tournament is sanctioned by the B.T.B.A. and the General playing and
Tournament rules will govern this event, together with the following special rules.

2. The Tournament is open to B.T.B.A. members and associated members only.
Members unable to produce a valid membership card will be required to pay a fine
of £5.00

3. A provisional ball must be rolled if a dispute relating to pin fall cannot be resolved
immediate.

4. Protests must be made within 30 minutes of any infraction occurring and confirmed
in writing within 72 hours to the Tournament Manager.

5. The Tournament Manager reserves the right to reject any entry and his decision on
all matters shall be final. Subject to an appeal to the B.T.B.A.

6. Entry fees must be enclosed with entry form. Squads may be reserved by email to
the tournament manager, but the entry form and fee MUST be received before the
closing date.

7. Priority for the 1.00pm squad on Sunday will be given to bowlers living in excess of
80 miles from the centre

8. Closing date for entries 10pm 6th June 2011.

9. Pin fall will be carried forward from round 1 to round 2 only

10.ROUND 1. All bowlers will play 8 games, changing lanes every game. Ranking
points be awarded for the first 8 scratch scores only.

11.ROUND 2. The top 16 Men and top 10 Ladies will then play a further 4 games.

12.ROUND 3. The top 6 in each section, (Ladies & Men’s), will play in a stepladder
final (bowler in 6th place plays bowler in 5th place, the winner plays 4th placed
bowler etc).

13.FINAL. The final match will be the best of 3 games in each section (Ladies &
Men’s), with 1 point being awarded for each game. In the event of a tie, the match
will be decided by the total pin fall over the 3 games.

14.1n the event of a tie in the qualifying rounds, the bowler with the highest last game
will be awarded the place. If this results in a further tie, the player with the highest
penultimate game will go through. In the event of a tie in round 3, the match will be
decided by a 9th 10th frame roll-off

15. Senior players must be aged 50 or over on the 11th June 2011. An age bonus of 1
pin per year for every complete year over 50, maximum 15.

16. This is a non-smoking event and no alcohol is allowed during the
competition.
